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Principal’s Report 
 
End Of Term 
The holidays are approaching fast. The term seems to 
have flown by. Hopefully the break will be a good 
opportunity to get rid of the current round of coughs and 
colds. 
 
Please note that Friday week (the last day of term) 
children will be dismissed at 2.30pm. as per usual. 
 
Reports 
Children will bring home their report on the last day of 
term. Please take a few moments to share with your 
child their achievements for the semester. 
 
Just a reminder of how the reports work. C means your 
child is working on standard for their age. Anything 
above a C (A or B) means your child is above standard. 
D or lower means your child is below standard. Where 
your child is slightly below standard they may still be 
given a C. Teacher’s comments will let you know if your 
child is below. 
 
Teachers do not award the letter grade for your child. 
The teacher gives your child the VELS standard level 
and the computer software coverts it to a letter grade. 
VELS is the Victorian Essential Learning Standards. 
These standards apply to all Victorian schools. 
 
 
Attendance Traffic Lights 
These will also go home attached to the report. The 
traffic light gives you an indicator of where absence 
could be affecting your child’s learning. All absences 
are recorded on the traffic light.  
 
We know absences often cannot be avoided. The 
record is merely about showing you how many learning 
opportunities your child has missed this year. 
 

One of the biggest contributors to children not making 
progress at school is missed opportunities to learn from 
the teaching program. Sending home work when your 
child is sick helps but it does not make up for the 
teaching time missed. Most learning does not occur 
when your child completes photocopied sheets. Rather, 
these are opportunities for children to practise what 
they have learned. 
 
Kitchen Developments 
The workmen commenced yesterday upgrading the 
kitchen for the Stephanie Alexander Program. A big 
thank you to Leigh and Melinda who helped move 
things around in the room so the workmen had good 
access. 
 
Applications for the Kitchen Specialist position close on 
Monday. We have had quite an amount of interest in 
the position which is wonderful. Interviews for the 
position will be conducted next week. 
 
 
Solar Energy Grant  
Work has commenced on our Solar Energy Grant 
items. New external blinds have been placed around 
much of the building. The aim of the blinds is to reduce 
our cooling costs in summer as well as reducing our 
carbon footprint. A solar hot water service is being 
installed in the kitchen this week. The final component 
of the grant is solar panels on the roof so we can 
reduce the amount of mains electricity we use.  
 
Eventually at low usage times we will be able to feed 
back into the grid further reducing our energy costs. As 
part of our building upgrade we are having skylights 
placed in the library. These will make the area lighter 
and reduce the need for lights being on much of the 
time.

Healthy Eating 
Just a reminder to old and new families, we 
comply with the State Governments Healthy 

Eating in Schools. This basically means that the 
students are not allowed to bring to school packets 

of chips, lollies, soft drinks or any fried foods. 
 

 
 

Whether by good luck or good management, we are 
unsure, but we do not appear to have had an outbreak 

of headlice for quite some time – which would be an 
enormous relief to parents. 

 
Could all parents please continue to check their 

child/ren for headlice.  One of the most common signs 
is itchiness or scratching of the head. 

 
We have found over the years that one of the best 

methods to detect or control headlice is the following 
process: 

 
Parents - cover your child’s dry hair in conditioner 

 (do not rinse out) & leave for a few minutes, then with a 
special headlice comb (purchased from the chemist), 
comb through the hair at least 10 times - cleaning the 

comb off each time with a white tissue, as it is very 
easy to detect whether there are any headlice present. 

This helps to removed ALL eggs and any hatched  
head lice.  

 Rinse out conditioner. 
 
Using conditioner is a very inexpensive way to control 
headlice.  This process needs to be completed every 

night for at least a week. 
 

Please repeat the above process at least once a 
week for 4 weeks to ensure ALL eggs and lice are 

gone.   
 

It is even good practice to continue the conditioner 
treatment once a week, as this will help to prevent
